Terms and Conditions for Kids Rock classes
1. The name Kids Rock UK or logo should not be used by anyone out with classes, performances or workshops unless authorised by the Manager.

2.   Kids Rock UK term times will be scheduled in advance and parents advised of the cost at the start of each term.  Any classes that are cancelled will be rescheduled if at all possible.  
3. All fees must be received by the end of each term.  Late payments could result in cancellation of membership.
4.  You must advise of cancellation at the earliest point.  Refunds are at the sole discretion of the Manager but if not advised of cancellation then payment will be expected in full.
5. It is assumed that each child that attends Kids Rock UK classes is deemed to be medically fit to undertake all activities in the class.
6. There will be times when Kids Rock UK will require recordings, photography and filming to take place.  This will be used to promote Kids Rock UK or up and coming events.
 7. Kids Rock UK is not responsible for damage to person or personal belongings whilst attending classes and performances or before and after classes and performances.

8.  All property is the responsibility of each member whilst at classes or performances.
9. It is the aim of Kids Rock UK to provide a fun, safe, encouraging and creative environment.  Any member who does not work within these guidelines will have their membership cancelled.
10. The Managers decisions on any Kids Rock UK matter will be final.
11. It is in everyone’s interest that members should be co-operative with both staff and other members and uphold an equal-opportunity environment.  Any negative behaviour towards others, the managers or co-ordinators or to the classes and, will lead to cancellation of membership. In this case, membership payment will not be refunded.
